The first was from a Canadian 
group at Hugh Boyd school and the second was the 2016 winner of the competition,  the  Interact Club of 
Constantinople in Romania. 
Following this Jayne outlined that our responsibility in fostering a club would be to assist in organising a 
meeting and in providing on-going mentoring and assistance in minutes, banking and fundraising.
