Ken decided t
make a difference and left his estate to the Club to be used to bring wounded servicemen and women to
the Gold coast for @oliday. The fund is administered by the Ken Bromley Association and is now in its
50th year. Members of the Gold Coast Club administer the association through a dedicated volunteer
YSYOSNDa O2YYAUGSSd ' g2dzy RSR LIS NE 2wio hasiphysigaltor & S
psychological issues from an overseas operational mission approved by the Australian Federal
Government or who has received a serious injury whilst participating in an approved major training
activity or exercise and now requires extsive rehabilitation or convalescence.
